


HAMMOND LANDOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING






December 11, 2007


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on December 11, 2007 at the Scott residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.


The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Erich Ziller who presided in the absence of the president.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a Financial Statement and reported on the same which was approved.


Correspondence:  none except for bills which were passed to the Treasurer.  


Roads:  no requests for funds; and nothing further.


Trespass:  Tom Wearing reported on recent events; there was a discussion regarding general use of Ranch roads by residents and owners for enjoyment.


Fire Company:  Terry McGraw has been elected Fire Company President, and Sally McGraw has been elected Fire Company Treasurer.  Chief Jenkins will be asked to write an article for the HLA newsletter.


Timer Harvests:  None reported.


Newsletter:  Larie Wearing asked that the next newsletter be put off until after the holidays.  It was agreed that the deadline for articles to be submitted is January 5, and publication is targeted for January 15, 2008.  There was a discussion regarding “follow-up articles” to prior articles in the newsletter.


Web Site:  There was a discussion regarding extending the site to be used by Road Maintenance committees, which use was approved.  There was also a discussion about access to the web site, and it was agreed that at this time Larie Wearing would retain sole access to the site.


Under Old Business:


Complaints:  Discussion deferred in the absence of Eric Rico.


Disbursement of monies remaining in the Road Reimbursement Fund:  This too was deferred to the next meeting in the absence of Eric Rico who has prepared a new proposal for discussion.  Also discussed were the need for a new reimbursement schedule (in view of the increased budget) and the need for a revised method for use of monies remaining after all reimbursement payments are made.  There was a discussion about the use of these remaining monies directly by HLA as opposed to reimbursement to road groups.  This led to a discussion about liability issues and board liability for actions taken, and discussion of liability based upon easements as opposed to actions.  Finally, the issue of voluntary vs mandatory organizations and the impact on liability was discussed.  The subjects of new reimbursement schedule and revised method for use of monies remaining are to be placed on the Agenda for the January meeting.


Proposed emergency access between Linville Road and Shasta Cove:  The proposed letter to the developer, Mr. Curry, was approved and will be sent by the Secretary.


Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490 acre parcel:  It was reported that the identity of this owner is presently unknown; that a rumor has it that this owner intends to divide the parcel into sixty lots; and that Dave Muzzio is investigating the legal ramifications.  Tom Wearing is to call Muzzio to obtain further information.


Intersection of North Old Stage and Sugar Pine:  It was reported that the County has removed some but not all trees involved; and that Supervisor Michael Kobseff is working on the speed limit issue.


Resignation of MJ Watt:  Sally McGraw was elected to serve her remaining term.


Access to the Associations wed site:  Was discussed under Reports.


Under New Business:


A local realtor has requested copies of documents providing information regarding Ranch Easements and Hammond Reservoir, and has requested that this information be placed on the HLA web site.  The realtor proposed referring clients to the HLA web site for information about the Ranch.  Tom Wearing reported that the board approved new language on these subjects earlier this year.  This was discussed and it was agreed that this should be placed on the Agenda for January to review the latest language (to be sent to members by Tom prior to the meeting).


There was a discussion regarding a membership drive; to be placed on the Agenda for the next meeting.


Announcements:


The next Board Meeting will be on January 8, 2008 at the McGraw residence.


The meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
