
HAMMOND LANDOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

13 February 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners Association, Inc.  Board of Directors, held at the Conkle-

Watt home in Weed, was called to order at 7:07 pm by Eric Ricohermoso, President.   A quorum of Board members was present including one member via speaker phone.
The report of the Treasurer,  reporting $ 8,393.26 available in the Association accounts, was accepted as presented.  Membership checks were given to the Treasurer for deposit.  The Secretary reported that as of now there are eighty-two (82) paid memberships.  This is fifteen (15) fewer than at this time last year.

A question concerning a membership check received from Megan Bainbridge was discussed.  It was agreed the check should be returned honoring the agreement to grant free membership to the Bainbridges as long as Dana Bainbridge was handling the website for the Association.
Erich Ziller then advised the TriCounties Bank will not honor his signature as Treasurer pending proof of that status.  It was moved, seconded, and passed that those authorized to sign Association checks be Erich Ziller, Treasurer, and Eric Ricohermoso, President.  A copy of these minutes stating this position, a letter signed by two officers of the Association not signatories to the account affirming the validity of the minutes, and a copy of the latest newsletter listing the Board of Directors will be delivered to the bank.
Correspondence from a member/owner on Elderberry Drive concerning the blockage of off-Ranch access to his property was read.  Since one member of the Board was involved in the situation, that member was recused from the discussion.  Following a lengthy discussion, it was moved a letter to the complainant be sent outlining easement rights to Ranch property.   The motion was seconded and passed with one abstention.  It was further moved that the complainant be told to talk with the neighbor involved.  There was no second.
Correspondence from a longtime member was noted offering thanks to the Board for all their work.

A newspaper article from many  years ago advising that Hammond Ranch is ripe for growth had been received from a past owner/Board member.  It was given to Larie Wearing for possible use in an upcoming newsletter.

The new plan for the allocation of road funds was discussed.  The situation concerning Sugar Pine Road was again discussed.  It was agreed Sugar Pine will be allowed to $400 until such time as a gate may be installed.  If that happens, Sugar Pine Road will be limited to $100 as per its status in relationship to other Ranch roads.  It was moved, seconded and passed that the plan developed by Tom Wearing (attached) be the plan used from now on.  In addition, it was moved, seconded and accepted that unused funds at year end be allocated to those roads which had claimed funds in excess of their allotted amount during the year as per their allowed percentage of road funds in the overall plan.
It was suggested that landowners be sent bills rather than requests for donations for repair and maintenance.  It was agreed this suggestion be addressed by individual road committees rather than the HLA Board.

An inquiry in re a request for road funds for Red Fir East and Black Bear East has been received.  The request had been received at the annual meeting in November.  The inquiry was given to the Treasurer.  A copy of the Board minutes authorizing payment will be provided and the payment made.
Eric Ricohermoso reported the “Please Slow Down” signs have been ordered.  They are black lettering on yellow.  When they are received, road committees will be told of their availability.  The cost was approximately $267.00.
Tom Wearing reported over $800.00 in donations had been collected by John Brennan to help defray the costs for those who plow snow on Dale Creek Road.   
The proposed letter to Michael Mello in re the cutoff across his property at the south end of the reservoir was again addressed.   Following discussion the current form of the letter requesting his opinion concerning the situation was approved and will be sent.

Information in re a possible law suit to clarify access routes to Dobkins and Durney Lakes was presented.  Since there was no verifiable information, an attempt will be made to obtain further information.  It was suggested that another gate be installed across the path being used by off-Ranch ATVs for this purpose.   The suggestion was seen as a good idea, but it was agreed the HLA Board has no means to accomplish this.

The subject of the information provided to realtors in re the road and reservoir situation was addressed.  It was noted some of the information in that flyer is outdated, some was included at the request of a realtor, and some may be incorrect.  Tom Wearing agreed to rewrite the flyer and present a draft at the next Board meeting.

A repeated situation with drivers merging onto Dale Creek Road from Maple Drive, Dogwood Drive and High Meadow Drive at great speeds without checking for traffic on Dale Creek Road was presented.  It was suggested “Yield” signs.  The question of “Yield” signs will be presented at the general meeting of road committees.  Phone calls to offenders was suggested.  Following discussion it was agreed the Board can take no action without written, specific notification of such incidents.
MJ Watt reported the new fire engine will arrive the end of September.  Several thousand dollars in matching funds are still needed.  To that end various money raising activities are being planned, including a mailing to all zone residents asking for contributions.  It was also reported plans to put a proposed tax increase on the November ballot are proceeding.

Wilma Dibelka reported a Timber Harvest Plan has been filed for a conversion harvest across several acres at the South Weed exit of I-5 to facilitate a drainage ditch in the new subdivision in that area.  This report was for information only since no Ranch property is involved.

Under Old Business,  it was noted that two complaints in re Ranch situations have been reported to the Siskiyou County Planning Department for investigation.  Eric Ricohermoso will check on the progress of these complaints and report to the Board.
 The issue of whether or not to continue printing hard copies of the newsletter was again brought up for discussion.  Following lengthy discussion it was moved, seconded, and passed the pending further discussion the newsletter will continue to be made available to all members in hard copy as well as being posted on the website.  During the discussion several suggestions for the handling of the newsletter were presented including postcards asking for e-mail addresses and the possibility of random news postings on the  website rather than formal publication times.
Under New Business, Erich Ziller asked that as in the past he be reimbursed for the cost of the legal advisor.  It was moved, seconded, and passed that this bill be paid.       
Wilma Dibelka noted that the use of a residence on Sugar Pine Road for paid classes had been brought to her attention.  If true, this could be in violation of County zoning ordinances pertaining to both commercial and school use restrictions.  A formal complaint will be filed with the County Planning Department.
 There was no other New Business.

It was announced that the next meeting will be 13 March at 7 pm again at the Wearing home off Dale Creek Road. 

There being no further announcements, the meeting was adjourned at 9:24 pm.
