


HAMMOND LANDOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING






January 22, 2008


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on January 22, 2008 at the Scott residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present were Wendell Lee and Dave Munson.


The meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. by the President.


A special presentation was made to the board by Wendell Lee, a Hammond Ranch resident.  A lawsuit has been brought against Lee by Nathan Sivananda and his partners doing business as Avrisuna Mtn. Property, LLC.  Both parties own Ranch property on Black Bear Loop East.  Additionally, Avrisuna owns 490 acres of off-Ranch land which abuts the Lee property.  Sivananda contends it owns an easement over the Lee parcel.  There was discussion of the history of Sivananda’s ownership and previous discussions with him by HLA regarding use of Ranch roads to access his 490 acres.  Possible board action was discussed, and it was moved and approved that the association will write to the broker listing the 490 acres for sale insisting that all prospective buyers be informed that there is no road access from such property through Hammond Ranch.  Tom Wearing is to draft a letter for board approval.  Tom Wearing is also to contact Lee’s attorney in the matter for further input.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a Financial Statement and reported on the same which was approved.


Correspondence:  



A letter was received from Supervisor Michael Kobseff which responded to HLA’s request for County action at the intersection of North Old Stage and Sugar Pine Roads.  Some vegetation has been removed and the speed limit on North Old Stage will be reduced to 40 mph.  Eric Rico is to contact Kobseff approving the speed reduction.  The request for a new paved apron was ignored, Kobseff  citing repairs made by Ranch volunteers.  The matter remains pending.



A letter was also received from My Favorite Things regarding late payment.  It was discussed, moved and approved that future purchases of HLA welcome baskets be paid for when picked up by Sal Cutrona and he should then receive reimbursement from HLA.


Roads:  



A request for funds for road work reimbursement was received from Aspen Drive where approx. $3,200 has been expended.  This was discussed, moved and approved but payment is pending adoption of a new reimbursement allocation schedule.



There were no further road issues presented.


Trespass:  Nothing reported.


Fire Company:  The fire company Master Lock program was discussed.


Timber Harvests:  None reported.


Newsletter:  The January Newsletter has been mailed and responses were discussed.


Website:  A report was received regarding the up-dating of old Ranch information and the posting of realtor information (see under Old Business also).  Also, a request was received by email for the posting on the bulletin board of a trailer for sale.  It was discussed, moved and agreed that the web site will not be used for the sale of property.


Other report:  The Luginbuhl property adjacent to Hammond Ranch is for sale. 


Under Old Business:



Complaints:  None currently.



Disbursement of monies remaining in the road reimbursement 2007 fund was discussed; the matter was deferred to the next meeting.



New schedule for road reimbursement was discussed; the matter was deferred to the next meeting.



Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490 acre parcel was discussed; a letter is to be sent (see Wendell Lee presentation above).



Realtor request for Ranch documents & information available on line was discussed and approved for inclusion on the website under Easements and under Hammond Reservoir.  Following additional discussion, it was moved and approved that Tom Wearing is to now send a periodic reminder letter to area Realtors with the newly-stated information.



Intersection of North Old State and Sugar Pine was discussed under Correspondence; see above.



 Other:  There was a discussion about a certain unsightly parcel on the Ranch and under what circumstances anything could or might be done about it.


Under New Business:



Association liability issue was again discussed.  The question of liability insurance was discussed; the matter was deferred to the next meeting.



A “thank you” letter and the previously acquired plaque from the association will be delivered to Wilma by Eric Rico.


Under Announcements:  The next Board Meeting will be on February 12, 2008 at the McGraw residence.


The meeting was adjourned at 9:34 p.m.
