
HAMMOND LANDOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

9 January 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners’ Association, Inc. Board of Directors, held at the Wearing   home off Dale Creek Road, was called to order at 7:15 pm by Eric Ricohermoso,  President.   A quorum of Board members was present.    

Treasurer Erich Ziller, was not present.  The Secretary has already received 2 membership checks for 2007.  The quarterly request for reimbursement for secretarial expenses was presented and approved for payment.  Both checks and bill will be delivered as soon as possible.   
The only correspondence received was a “permission to Report” form from landowners on Shasta Cove.  A copy will be filed with the office of the Sheriff.
There have been no requests for road funds in the past month.  

The question of a change in the allocation of road funds was discussed at length.  Following this discussion a provisional motion to be readdressed at the February meeting was made as follows:  ‘Allocations will be refigured according to the revised percentage figures previously presented by Tom Wearing, dropping all roads with a 2% or less participation.  These roads will be grouped as one with the provision that no road applying for funds will be given less than the amount allocated for a 3% road.  Any funds remaining from the budgeted amount at the end of the fiscal year will be divided by percentage among all those roads which received funds during the year, i.e. if a road received 30% of the  funds distributed, it would receive 30% of the leftover funds.’  There was a second and the motion passed by voice vote.
Eric Ricohermoso reported the “Slow” signs for Ranch roads will be available to road committees soon.
The letter to Michael Mello concerning the cut-off across his property at the south end of the reservoir was discussed.  It was revised in part and will be presented to the Board via e-mail for approval and mailed as soon as approved.

The subject of Welcome Basket reporting was brought up.  It was proposed that since Sal Cutrona does such a good job and acquires so much information about new residents when delivering the baskets, and since the “Resident of Note” column has outlived its usefulness mainly due to the increasing number of residents, that beginning in 2007 a page be created on the Association website on which pictures of and information about new residents would be posted.  The number of such combinations could be limited to six (6) or eight (8) and rotated as new presentations are made.   It was agreed this is a good plan and the web master will be approached to create such a page.
There were no other reports.

Under Old Business the request of a landowner on Dogwood that a complaint be filed about the abuse of a property, also on Dogwood,  as a vehicle storage area was discussed.  It was agreed the President will see to filing this complaint with the County Planning Department.  Information in re tax parcel number as well as legal owners’ names and address will be supplied to the President.
There was no other Old Business.

New Business concerning changes in the letter which is sent to all new landowners was presented.  The letter needed updating due to changes in the Association.  Changes were recommended and will be made with the document then going to the Board via e-mail for approval.

As New Business, the procedure for putting subjects on the Agenda was discussed.  The procedure is as follows: Any subject can be added to the agenda for Board discussion by calling or e-mailing such a request to the Secretary.

Tom Wearing asked that an addition be made to the “Reports” section of the monthly agenda so that HLA can be kept up-to-date on happenings with and in the Hammond Ranch Fire Company.  This will be done beginning with the February agenda.

At this point such a report was presented by MJ Watt.  Among items reported were new Board member Terry McGraw who is not a firefighter and will serve as fiscal officer, a grant requiring matching funds for the purchase of a new engine, various fundraising plans, and the intent to pursue a tax increase in November.

Also under New Business, Tom Wearing asked the “snow plowing” be added to the agenda.  A discussion covering previous discussions of this subject followed.  It was agreed further research, possibly along different options, be conducted and the subject be presented again in February.

It was noted the next Board meeting is scheduled for 13 February.   The meeting will be held at the Conkle-Watt home at 8234 Oak Ridge Drive beginning at 7pm.     

There being no further announcements, the meeting was adjourned at 9:05pm.
