BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

13 March 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners Association, Inc.  Board of Directors, held at the Wearing home off Dale Creek Road, was called to order at 7:11 pm by MJ Watt, Vice-President.   A quorum of  Board members was present including one member on speaker phone.  

Erich Ziller, Treasurer, reported a total of  $ 11,967.66 available.  Additional membership checks were given to the Treasurer and will be deposited.
Correspondence received will be held for later discussion.
There have been no requests for road funds.
No report on the proposed “Slow Down” signs was available since Eric Ricohermoso was unable to attend due to illness.

It is anticipated there will be a meeting of all Ranch road repair/maintenance groups by the end of April.  This meeting is aimed at co-ordinating  work efforts and reducing costs.  Reports will be made as available.

 There are no new timber harvests planned for the Ranch area.

MJ Watt reported the new fire engine will be available by the end of September.  It was also reported that due to the snow storm, the community communication meeting will be rescheduled by the Fire Company.  A committee is working on a proposed increase in the parcel fire tax.  The desire is to have it ready for the November ballot.

The newsletter was discussed.  It was agreed postcards will be sent with the next issue to ascertain the best way to distribute the newsletter.  In addition, it was suggested that the weather report from the high meadow area be resurrected.  This will be done and ready for the April newsletter.
There were no other reports.

Under Old Business, no information was available concerning the complaints filed with the County Planning Department over zoning violations.   A follow-up will be available next month.
The situation with the cut-off across the property at the east end of the reservoir was addressed.  A letter has been received from Michael Mello, owner of the property in question, stating he has neither given nor intends to give permission to use his property in such a manner.  It was agreed, HLA has no role in this situation now that the owner’s opinion has been obtained.  Since there are other Ranch property owners interested in the problem, a copy of the letter will be provided to them for co-ordination and/or action.  In addition, a copy of the letter along with a copy of the “Permission to Report” form filed by Mr. Mello will be provided to the Office of the County Sheriff.

A draft of the rewrite of the information provided by the Association to local realtors addressing the questions of Ranch roads and of reservoir use was presented by Tom Wearing.  Following discussion, it was moved that the information letter/flyer be approved as amended and provided to all local realtors as a reminded every six months.  There was a second and the motion passed by voice vote.

There was no other Old Business.

Under New Business,  it was reported that currently 31.3% of property owners eligible for membership in the Association are paid members.  The need for and the impact of increased membership on the Association was discussed.  Some questions in re mandatory status and the change to mandatory from voluntary membership will be put to the legal counsel and reported back to the Board at a future meeting.
There was no other New Business.

It was announced that the next Board meeting will again be held at the Wearing home on the 10th of April.

There being no further announcements, the meeting was adjourned at 8:08pm.
