
HAMMOND LANDOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

8 MAY 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners’ Association, Inc. Board of Directors, held at the Wearing home off Dale Creek Road, was called to order at 7:09 pm by Eric Ricohermoso, President.  In addition to two members-at-large and two visitors, a quorum of  Board members was present.  

In deference to the two non-members, the agenda was set aside and item 4a - New Business, Emergency Access on Shasta Cove, was addressed.  Present to discuss this issue were Ann Johnson and Monte Bloomer, landowners on Linville Drive, whose property abuts the subdivision on the south.  A letter had been received from Terry Curry of Foresight Surveying, Inc.  representing Ms. Johnson, Mr. Bloomer, Don Wertheimer, and Charles Ellis.  Those landowners propose to build a road across their properties to connect with Shasta Cove in the Hammond Ranch subdivision.  Said road would be gated and locked.  Its purpose would be to provide a second means of access in  case of emergency to properties both on and off the Ranch.  This issue arose not to solve any safety issue, but because the Linville landowners are desirous of sub-dividing their property and that they are being required by both CalFire and the County to obtain this second means of access.  Following a full discussion, Ms. Johnson and Mr. Bloomer were advised the Association has no power to grant an easement.  It was moved, seconded, and passed by voice vote that because the Board finds the project to be in the best interest of all landowners involved, a letter of approval urging Shasta Cove easement holders to co-operate with the project will be sent to Mr. Curry who would then be free to use the letter in contacting the easement holders involved.  Ms. Johnson and Mr. Bloomer thanked the Board and left.
In order that Dan Towner, member-at-large, not be required to attend the entire meeting, the agenda was again set aside and item 4d - New Business, use of the property at 7112 North Old Stage Road was opened for discussion.  Mr. Towner stated following the fire disaster on that property last autumn non-owners are living on the property in a travel trailer without utilities and with piles of potentially dangerous refuse.  Mr. Towner has reported the problem to a Sheriff’s deputy and to the Sanitation Department, without acceptable solution.  He has also contacted the legal/listed owner without satisfaction.  Following a full discussion, Mr. Towner was advised to pursue contact with the Sheriff’s Department by going directly to Sheriff Rick Riggins, by following up with the Sanitation Department, and by continuing contact with the owner.  It was moved, seconded and passed that these efforts be supported by the Association through a letter of concern to the owner, contact with the County Sanitation Department, and a complaint filed with the County Planning Department.  Mr. Towner agreed with this decision, thanked the Board and left the meeting.
The President then returned the meeting to the listed agenda.

Erich Ziller, Treasurer, presented the report for the preceding month.  There is a total of $12,247.50 available.  A past due bill for printing was presented.  Payment of the bill and the Treasurer’s report were approved as submitted.

Correspondence received was to be dealt with under other agenda items.
There was a request for road funds received from Upper Red Fir West .  Work done totaled $290.00.  It was moved, seconded and approved that $72.50 be remitted to those responsible for the work.
Eric Ricohermoso reported he has received several signs requesting slower driving speed on Ranch roads.  The signs are black on yellow and some will be posted as soon as possible.  There are some signs available to any road committee or landowner for a share of cost.
There was no report available concerning the Hammond Ranch Fire Company.

It was reported there are currently no timber harvests planned for the Ranch area.
 There were no further reports.
Under Old Business, the first item on the agenda was a report on the complaints previously filed with the County Planning Department.  Those complaints dealt with a collection of cars on a Dogwood Drive property, a sanitation problem on an Upper Red Fir Loop property, and a business being run out of a home on Sugar Pine Road.  No response from the County has been received.  An attempt at further follow-up will be made and reported at the next Board meeting.
The owner of the large parcel to the south of the reservoir had been contacted about the vehicle cut-off across his property.  He stated in writing no one has permission to use his property in that way.  As a result, some local landowners will take steps to prevent continued use of the cut-off.  Further information will be provided as available.

Contact has been made with off-Ranch landowners at the end of Dale Creek Road concerning the erection of a gate.  The desire is to further eliminate Dale Creek Road use by recreational vehicles attempting to access public lands above the Ranch.  One landowner has been contacted and approved the idea.  Other landowners have yet to be reached.  A further report will be made in June.

There was no other Old Business.

Items remaining under New Business were trespass and vandalism issues, the report of a day care center on Rocky Road, and the annual picnic.
There was vandalism to a tractor tire on Black Bear Loop.  A report has been made to the Sheriff’s Department by the landowner.

Incidents of motorcycle and ATV trespass on Dale Creek Road were reported.  Those trespassing have been advised of the private road situation and of the legal access to public areas via Eddy Creek Road.

Tom Wearing advised there is a law making removal of trespass and similar signs a misdemeanor.  An additional sign to this effect has been posted alongside the trespass signs on the off-Ranch area of Dale Creek Road.
A landowner on Rocky Road contacted the Association about a day care center causing excess road use and the speed of those vehicles.  That landowner was advised,  if they chose to do so, they could file a complaint with the Association and HLA would take it from there.  The complainant stated they would speak with the neighbor and get back to HLA if needed.  A follow-up was done with another landowner along the same stretch of Rocky Road who said they had not noticed extra traffic but that a new neighbor did have a yard full of play equipment.  No further action is deemed to be required at this time.

It was noted there has been no planning for the annual picnic.  A date for the event could be a problem due to the holiday falling midweek this year.  No decisions were made and the topic will be addressed again in June. 

There was no other New Business.

It was announced the next Board meeting will be held on 12 June, again at the Wearing home off Dale Creek Road.   
There being no further announcements, the meeting was adjourned at 8:46 pm.
