BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

14 August 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners’ Association, Inc. Board of Directors for August was called to order at 7:10 pm by Eric Ricohermoso, President at the Cutrona home on Grey Fox Drive.   A quorum of Board members was present.

The Treasurer’s report presented by Erich Ziller was accepted as presented.

Erich Ziller reported he had received correspondence from the state concerning the yearly request for information in re corporate status.  He will see the forms are completed and returned to the California Secretary of State.

Larie Wearing brought up the request for information received from a Mr. Greenbush.  Following discussion it was agreed to respond to Mr. Greenbush with basic information, directions to the web site, and a request for information about him and his connection to Hammond Ranch and/or HLA.

No requests for road funds have been received.

Tom Wearing reported that contact has been made with landowners off the Ranch on Dale Creek Road in re the possibility of installing a gate to cut down on access by off-road vehicles.  In the past those landowners have been reluctant to agree to gating, but following the recent fire in that area, they may be changing their minds.  Further information will be reported as it is received.

Sal Cutrona brought up the question of paving Ranch roads.  A discussion of costs, both paving and preparation costs, followed.  It was agreed the topic will be presented at the annual meeting in November.

The topic of apron paving at the junction of Sugar Pine and North Old Stage roads is being discussed with County authorities, as is the question of visibility at that same corner.

The situation of impingement into the Ranch road easements by buildings, fences, and vegetation was discussed.  A clean-up day is planned for October and building/fence owners have been approached in an effort to resolve problems.

There was no Fire Company report.

No timber harvests are planned for the Ranch area.

The newsletter changes were discussed.  In addition, Sal Cutrona made a motion that every issue of the newsletter be sent to all landowners until and unless it is decided differently.  The purpose of the motion is to increase membership.  Following a second and discussion in re the efficacy of that plan vs. costs,  the motion was passed with four ayes, one no, and one abstention.

Sal Cutrona reported a Welcome Basket will be delivered on saturday, 18 August.

There were no other reports.

Under Old Business, It was noted there has been no change in the accumulation of old cars at the York property on Dogwood Drive.  A second complaint will be filed with the County.  

Eric Ricohermoso reported his contact with the owner of the large parcel adjacent to the reservoir has resulted in permission to close the cut-off currently in use.  Tree trunks and boulders will be used to accomplish the closure.

Letters to Shasta Cove subservient easement property owners affected by the proposed emergency access between Linville Road and Shasta Cove have been mailed.  Responses will be reported at a future meeting.

There was no further Old Business.

Under New Business, Sal Cutrona proposed that, in order to increase membership, a list of non-member landowners be divided between Board members so calls to all non-members could be made asking them to join the Association or to tell the Board why they don’t belong.  Following discussion, it was agreed to make the proposal at the annual General Members’ meeting with follow-up by the Board in February.
There was no other New Business.

The next Board meeting is scheduled for 11 September, 7 pm at the Cutrona home.

There were no additional announcements and the meeting was adjourned at 8:56 pm.
