BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

 11 September 2007
The meeting of the Hammond Landowners’ Association, Inc. Board of Directors, held at the Cutrona home on Grey Fox Drive, was called to order at 7:10 pm by Eric Ricohermoso, President.  A quorum of Board members was present.

The Treasurer reported a balance of $ 11,383.63 available.  Two bills were presented and ordered paid.  A late membership was received and noted.
Two items of correspondence were presented.  Sylvia Crandall, owner of the property formerly known as “Picnic Point” has applied for and received permission to build a second “granny” residence on the property.  It was noted this property is not part of the subdivision.
The second correspondence was from owners on West Red Fir Loop concerning granting electric power easements.  A letter outlining the Association’s position will be sent.  In addition, personal phone calls or e-mails from two Board members will be made outlining their experiences with this situation.  That letter also brought up difficulty in using the web site.  Larie Wearing will consult with the web designer and correct the problem.
There was no other correspondence.

There have been no new requests for road funds.
Tom Wearing reported contact has been made with the County concerning the dangerous condition of the apron at the intersection of North Old Stage and Sugar Pine Roads.  Mr. Wearing was told the County priorities are an over-lay paving of North Old Stage Road from Abrams Lake Road to Edgewood either next year or the year after.  The County will get back to the Ranch situation, but probably not this year.  It was agreed to put an article into the upcoming newsletter and to contact the County Supervisor for this district requesting help in this matter.  The situation will be followed up and reported back to the Board.
Wilma Dibelka reported one of the County Planners had said to her that Ranch roads are “public roads which are privately maintained”.  This description disagrees with opinions expressed by the Sheriff’s department, the US Forest Service, and others.  An effort will be made to contact the head of the County Planning Department and clarify this situation.

Paving Ranch roads was again discussed.  No conclusion was reached, but a plan to contact all users to ask for opinions and/or help was suggested.
Wilma Dibelka reported there have been no new Timber Harvest Plans filed for the Ranch area.

MJ Watt reported the Fire Company has been concentrating efforts on Proposition K and will be holding a Town Hall meeting to address the tax issue.  She also reported Alan Stovall has retired as County Fire Warden.  It is presumed Bernie Paul, who had been Assistant Fire Warden, will assume the post.
Larie Wearing reported the 23rd of September will be the deadline for the upcoming newsletter.

The subject of the annual General Membership Meeting was discussed.  It was agreed to again hold the meeting at Strings Restaurant, if possible.  Christine Cutrona will contact the restaurant to make plans.  Wilma Dibelka will e-mail Board members with information concerning which Board seats are open for election this year.

It was reported by Tom Wearing and Eric Ricohermoso that a clean-up day will be held on Dale Creek Road the latter part of October.

A Welcome Baskets was delivered to the Petticords, new residents on Mule Deer Drive.   It was noted the home on the corner of Oak Ridge Drive and North Old Stage Road has been sold.  A Welcome Basket will be delivered to the new owners as soon as possible.
There were no further reports.

Under Old Business  Eric Ricohermoso reported the problem on Dogwood Drive about which a complaint had been filed with the County has been corrected.  Wilma Dibelka reported the use of a residence on Reesha Drive and Sugar Pine Road for commercial purposes was again reported to the Planning Department.  This situation will be followed in order to request road funding be written into any land use permit issued.
Eric Ricohermoso reported he has received permission from the landowner to block the cutoff across the property abutting the reservoir to the south.   Boulders and tree stumps will be used.

No further action has been taken concerning the erection of a gate across Dale Creek Road off the Ranch as a deterrent to public use for access to off-road areas. 

There was no other Old Business.

There was no New Business.

The next Board meeting will be held on 9 October.  It will convene at 7 pm at the Cutrona home unless otherwise noted.
The clean-up days for Dale Creek Road were again announced as was the annual meeting to start at 11am with lunch to follow at about 12:30pm.  The preliminary annual meeting agenda is to include:

        - Roads: To pave or not to pave

        - Snow clearing

        - Membership drive (phone calls to non HLA residents/property owners)

The meeting was adjourned at 8:52pm.
