BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING






June 10, 2008


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on June 10, 2008 at the Wearing residence.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present were Stefan Baumann, John Panozzo, Christine Cutrona and Larie Wearing.


The meeting was called to order at 7:12 p.m. by the President.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The Minutes of the last meeting were approved.


The following reports were presented:  



The Treasurer presented a Financial Statement and reported on the same, which was approved.  Four bills were presented, discussed and approved for payment.


The following Correspondence was received and discussed:



a)
Past deferral of Bainbridge membership dues.



b)
An unsigned letter to the Board was discussed.  The Board also discussed the following issues in relationship to this letter:  easements throughout the Ranch, the position of former Board members in relation to those easements, the use of Ranch roads by walkers, horses, motorcycles, etc.  It was moved, seconded and approved that the unsigned letter would be printed verbatim in the next newsletter.  Also, the Treasurer will seek more detailed information from the staff attorney regarding the extent of Ranch road easements.



c)
A letter was received from an HLA member seeking information regarding road maintenance reimbursement and information on HLA expenditures.  A responsive letter will be sent to that member.



d)
Several duplicate dues payments were received and returned to the senders.



e)
Two Trespass Permission to Report forms have been received; a question regarding the procedure to be followed with the Sheriff’s Department will be investigated by the Treasurer.


Roads:  no requests for funds and nothing further other than mentioned in Correspondence.


Trespass:  Tom Wearing reported on two recent events and on comments from the Hammond Ranch Fire Chief regarding a possible relationship between trespass and recent suspicious fires.


Fire Company:   The new fire truck will be on display at the up-coming picnic; and there will be a volunteers meeting at the Firehouse on June 11, 2008 to discuss volunteer assignments for the beer booth at the County Fair.


Timber Harvests:  None reported.


Newsletter:  Larie Wearing suggested that the next newsletter be delayed until after the members’ picnic so that the event and pictures can be published.  The delay was moved, seconded and approved.


Website: Nothing to report; the site is working well.  The number of members responding to the picnic invitation will be posted on the website.


No further reports were received.


Under Old Business:



a)
Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490-acre parcel was discussed, together with the lack of easement issue.  The Treasurer is to seek information regarding the expansion of easements with the staff attorney.



b)
The Membership Drive was discussed and it was reported that approximately 118 owners have signed up for 2008 membership out of a total of 348 owners.  Approximately 60% of owners are absentee.  There was a discussion whether or not telephone calls should be made to encourage further owners to join, and it was moved, seconded and passed that such calls should not be made.  There was further discussion regarding possible future mandatory membership.



c)
Picnic: the committee reported regarding its plans for a rental BBQ, for tables, coolers, and the facility; invitations have been sent to members.  Finalization of details will be coordinated by phone.  Rental of the BBQ was moved, seconded and approved.


d)
Complaint re violation of Restrictions on Fuller (a.k.a. Meadowlark) Drive: there were further discussions regarding the proposed letter.  The question of the Association’s roll in handling complaints was discussed.  Should the Association make a determination of the merits of a landowner’s complaint, or should it merely act as liaison for the complaining landowner?  It was then moved, seconded and approved to send the letter as drafted.


Under New Business:



a)
Sally McGraw reported that, if needed, the Board’s monthly meetings could be held at the Firehouse.



b)
A complaint was received regarding violations of the Ranch restrictions, conditions and covenants on Sugar Pine Drive.  The complaint relates to the presence of a couch (and miscellaneous other property) thought to be unsightly.  There was an extensive discussion regarding this landowner, the CC&R’s and what actions might be taken.  It was then moved, seconded and approved that the Secretary is to draft a letter to the property owner, asking them to respond, citing a violation of the CC&R’s and asking for their cooperation in removing the unsightly object.  This letter is to be presented to the board by email.  If approved (or amended and approved) the letter is to be sent.  If there is any objection to the form of the letter, the matter will be taken up again at the next meeting.

The next Board Meeting will be on July 8, 2008 at the Cutrona residence.
