BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES






January 13, 2009


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on January 13, 2009 at the McGraw residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present was Larie Wearing.


The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by the President.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the regular meeting held on December 9, 2008 were read and approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a monthly Financial Statement.  The Treasurer also moved that the budget for 2010 should be prepared prior to the October board meeting so that it can be discussed and approved by the board prior to the annual members meeting.  This motion was approved.  A bill from Roundhouse Media in the sum of $20.85 was approved for payment.  Finally, the Treasurer moved that ongoing, routine bills should be paid as received by the Treasurer, then reported to the board after the fact.  This motion was approved. 


Correspondence:  there was a report of an accident at Sugar Pine and Dale Creek Road.


Roads:  no requests for funds and nothing other.


Newsletter:  The easement article was discussed and approved for publication this month.  Also, Larie Wearing presented a proposal by Gold Nugget Printing for printing, assembling, addressing and mailing the newsletter vs. the cost if done by HLA volunteers.  As Gold Nugget now can mail using the bulk rate, the newsletter production project will be contracted to them.


Website:  The Board agreed that the present statement on the website regarding Ranch road easements will be revised to reflect the findings in the above-mentioned easement article, and if possible a link will be placed to the article itself.
