BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

June 8, 2010


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on June 8, 2010 at the Wearing residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Board members present were: Pam Scott, Pat Emerson, Sally McGraw, Erich Ziller and Tom Wearing.  Dan Axelrod and Sal Cutrona were not present.  Also present was Larie Wearing.


The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by the President.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


On motion made, the Minutes of the meeting of May 11, 2010 were approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a monthly financial statement and a year-to-date statement to the Board, which were discussed and approved.  The issue of placing capital at a higher interest rate was discussed.  Tom and Erich will conduct some research and send the information to Sally.  On motion made and seconded, it was approved that Sally is authorized to place the sum of $5,000 in a FDIC-insured CD for a period of one year, when she has concluded her investigation.


Correspondence:  



1.  Tom reported a conversation with John Brennan - that John has placed an order for a custom transition pipe for the standpipe project, the cost of which is $154.72.  On motion made and seconded, Sally is authorized to reimburse John, upon receipt of suitable documentation, from the Standpipe monies on hand.  Also, due to high-water level in Hammond Pond, large rocks need to be placed below the PVC pipe to hold a concrete form in place.  Upon motion made and seconded, Sally is authorized to reimburse John for labor hired at $15 per hour, not to exceed $100 for this rock placement. 

 

2. A letter report was made to the county for investigation of a report that a Ranch resident may be operating an illegal business (innkeeper).



3.  Larie reported on a phone conversation with a Ranch resident regarding the recent newsletter article on dogs.


Roads:



Request for Funds:  A request for reimbursement was received from Sugar Pine East.  An expenditure of $2,220 was made for rock and grading.  On motion made and seconded, payment in the sum of $550.00 (the maximum allocation for that road) was approved.



Other:  Tom reported on the paving of North Old Stage and the construction of an apron at the intersection of Sugar Pine West.  


Newsletter:  Larie reported that the next newsletter is due out in mid-July.


PHI:  Following a discussion of changes within PHI, it was decided that this item should remain on the agenda until further discussion, to put an annual notice into the newsletter to keep Ranch residents informed that the insurance is available to them.


Welcome Baskets:  One basket was delivered.  There was a discussion that the budget for this item has been exceeded, but the program will continue without curtailment.

Hammond Pond standpipe:  Tom reported that measurements for the pipe and for the fire truck ramp had been taken and that final construction will be underway shortly.

Fire Safe Council issues:  Tom reported that he has sent inquiries for the status of both projects which are underway.

The matter of a report that a Ranch resident may be operating an illegal business (innkeeper), reported under correspondence item 2.

Tom reported on a Fish & Game meeting regarding water diversion requirements.

Pat Emerson was unanimously elected as new Secretary.  She will replace Tom who resigned as Secretary effective July 1, 2010.

In conjunction with the change of Secretary, there was a discussion for the need to identify potential new board members.

There was an extensive discussion led by Pam regarding detailed plans for the upcoming (July 10) picnic.  Evelyn Horner’s group will provide music.  A handicapped port-a-potty and the barbeque have been reserved.  More side dishes are needed than in the past and several board members agreed to bring extras.  Pam and Larie will do the shopping.  Michael Kobseff and the firefighters will be invited to attend.


Under Announcements:  The next Board Meeting will be delayed, due to Pat’s absence, and so will be held on Tuesday, July 20, 2010 at the McGraw residence.
