ANNUAL GENERAL MEMBERS’ MEETING MINUTES





November 1, 2008


The regular annual meeting of the member’s of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on November 1, 2008 at Strings Italian Cafe in Mount Shasta, California.  A quorum of members was present by reason of proxies held by the Board of Directors.  There were approximately 44 members present.  Six board members were present.


The meeting was called to order at 12:05 p.m. by the Vice President, Erich Ziller.


Each person present introduced themselves and give some personal information.


The following reports were presented:



The Treasurer presented a Financial Report for (FY) 2008.  This report included a proposed budget for (FY) 2008-2009.  Following a discussion, the report and new budget were approved.



Roads and maintenance reimbursement were discussed.  The Secretary described the present reimbursement schedule, how it was agreed upon and plans for further revision.



Trespass:  There was a brief report of recent trespass events.  Members were encouraged to call the Sheriff’s Department to report any suspicious or illegal activity.  This topic then turn into a lengthy discussion of Ranch easements, their limitations, whether walking or horse riding are permitted, etc.  Finally, hunting and hunters were discussed.  Members were encouraged to post signs and to report any hunting activity to the Sheriff.



Newsletter:  There was a brief report by the Editor.



PHI:  There was a brief report of false expiration notices.


No further reports were received.


Under Old Business:



Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490-acre parcel:  There was a report that litigation involving a Ranch parcel easement was settled.  There was also a report of a pending sale of the parcel and of a discussion held with that possible buyer.



Annual Picnic:  Reinstatement of the picnic at Picnic Point was positively evaluated and it will be held again.



It was reported that paving of Old Stage Road and the apron at Sugar Pine has apparently been deferred to next year by the County.  Dale Creek Road User Group will make needed temporary repairs to the apron.  This topic then turned into a discussion of snow plowing and possible paving of the aprons along Old Stage Road at the mail boxes.  



Membership drive 2008 was discussed.  There are now 131 members.


Under New Business:



Greater Weed Area Fire Safe Council:  There was a presentation on this subject by Kelly Connor from the council.  



Shaded Fuel Breaks:  There was a presentation on this subject by local forester, Nick Dennis.



Request by the Fire Chief for the landowners association to install an additional standpipe at Hammond Pond:  There was a presentation on this subject by Terry McGraw, President of the Hammond Ranch Fire Company.  



Road reimbursement funds - what use should be made of undistributed funds:  There was a discussion of what use might be made of funds which are budgeted but undistributed each year.  Possible uses of this fund were discussed.  One possible use, funding a standpipe at Hammond Pond, occasioned a poll of the members to determine their preferences.  The majority of members favored such use.  A vocal minority felt that road funds should be used for road maintenance only, or for paving the aprons in front of the mail boxes on Old Stage.


Election of Board Members:  The following members were nominated for re-election, and it was then seconded and approved that they are to serve a new two-year term as Board Members:  Erich Ziller, Pam Scott and Sally McGraw.
