BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES






November 11, 2008


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on November 11, 2008 at the Scott residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present were John and Norma Moore, Larie Wearing and Christine Cutrona.


The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by the President.


A complaint was received by a landowner regarding activities on Aspen Drive.  It was asked whether the activities constitute a prohibited business activity, whether guests may ride wherever they wish on Ranch roads and whether landowners risk liability for use of road easements.  The questions were discussed and two board members will inquire into the matters.  Eric Rico and Sal Cutrona agreed to jointly visit the county offices to research any possible county ordinance infringements.  Rico is to call Sal when he wants to go to the county offices.

The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the regular meeting held on October 14, 2008 were read and approved.


The minutes of members’ meeting of November 1, 2008 were read and approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a monthly Financial Statement and reported on the same which was approved.  Erich Ziller presented a bill from Strings in the amount of $670.55 for the annual members’ meeting, which bill was approved for reimbursement.  Larie Wearing presented a bill for newsletter expenses (excluding printing charges) in the amount of $146.70, which bill was approved for reimbursement.  


Correspondence:  



There were several landowner letters, responding to each other, relating to the Aspen Drive complaint discussed above.  These letters will be considered with the pending inquiry.



There was another landowner letter regarding the Dale Creek Road timber harvest.  No response will be made.



There were landowner emails regarding possible road easement infringement on Blue Jay Lane.  Additionally, there was an inquiry about these alleged infringements by the Hammond Ranch Fire Company.  A response will be sent.



Two phone calls were received by board members from the owner of the 490-acre parcel and the possible use Ranch roads; in one call the owner made clear that he intends to seek such road use; in the other, the owner indicated that he has a potential buyer of the property.



A phone call was received from the potential buyer of the 490-acre parcel mentioned above; road easements by the Ranch and the non-Ranch parcels were discussed.



An email was received from a landowner reporting the status of the violations of restrictions on Fuller Drive.


Roads:  



There were two requests for reimbursement for road maintenance: a)  Dale Creek Road presented a bill for $2,500, which was discussed and approved for reimbursement of $625.00; and b) Beacon Hill presented a bill for $2,360, which was discussed, then deferred to the next regular meeting for further consideration.



There was also a request for reimbursement for road signs placed on Aspen Drive by John Moore.  This bill for $102.89 was discussed and approved for reimbursement in the sum of $56.45 (fifty percent).  There was a discussion of the policy for road sign reimbursement, to be continued, the issue to be placed on the agenda of the next meeting.  


Timber Harvests:  There was a report of a harvest on Black Bear Loop which is being investigated, to be placed on the agenda of the next meeting.

Newsletter:  Next newsletter is January, 2009.


PHI:  There are thirty members presently.


No further reports were received.


Under Old Business:



Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490-acre parcel; discussion of a possible sale discussed under correspondence above.



Complaint re violation of Restrictions on Fuller (a.k.a. Meadowlark) discussed under correspondence above.



PHI separate accounting, new bank account procedure, deferred to December.



Hammond Pond standpipe requested by Fire Chief deferred to December.



Hammond Pond use and water use multi-organizational conference deferred pending receipt of invitation.



Fire Safe Council HLA participation and website, deferred for further discussion, and to be included in the next newsletter.
