BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

October 14, 2008


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on October 14, 2008 at the McGraw residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present were Terry McGraw and Larie Wearing.


The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by the President.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the regular meeting held on September 16, 2008 were read and approved.


The following report was presented:


The Treasurer presented a Financial Statement and reported on the same, which was approved.  Also, a bill in the amount of $98.25 was presented by Larie Wearing (for annual members’ meeting flyer expense reimbursement), which bill was approved and paid.


Correspondence:  None reported.


Roads:  no requests for funds; and nothing other.


Trespass:  There was a report that locks were cut four times on gates, which locks were replaced with heavier combination locks, not fire locks.  The fire chief was advised and given the combination numbers. 


Fire Company: No report.


Timber Harvests:  None reported.


Newsletter: A draft of the next newsletter was presented and discussed.  An article regarding the above trespass issue is to be added to the newsletter.  With that addition and the addition of the fire company run report, the newsletter is to be published as is.


Website: The request of Randy Klokow, to include Fire Safe issues on the website, was discussed by Larie Wearing.  This may require retaining a consultant to expand the site.


PHI:  Cancellation notices have been received by a number of members.  These notices are incorrect and PHI has acknowledged the error is with their new internal system.  A request has been made by a board member that PHI send a letter to all members who were sent the erroneous notice.  Also, PHI agreed to contact a member who has not received a membership card.


No further reports were received.


Under Old Business:



a)
Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490-acre parcel: discussion of a method for alerting landowners of a threatened easement lawsuit.  This was discussed again and this item is to be dropped from the agenda pending any further development.

Complaint re violation of Restrictions on Fuller remains pending.  The complainant and the landowner are in communication and working to resolve the issue.



c)
PHI separate accounting, new bank account procedure; pending and deferred to December.



d)
Hammond Pond standpipe requested by Fire Chief was again discussed.  This discussion is to continue and will also be presented at the members’ meeting to obtain input from members.  There was also a suggestion to locate a grant writer to obtain funds for this purpose.



e)
Hammond Pond use and water use multi-organizational conference was discussed.  As this conference is to be called by another organization, the matter will be continued as an agenda item pending receipt of an invitation.



f)
Board motions and voting by email which would require amendment to By-Laws: this discussion is to continue and will also be presented to the members at the annual members’ meeting to obtain input from members.  



g)
Whether other organizations can be allowed to participate under the HLA PHI air ambulance program:  This issue is being dropped at the request of the proponent.



h)
Whether the board should appoint a representative to sit on the Weed Fire Safe Council:  This issue was dropped by the proponent but is of interest to the board.  Terry McGraw will invite Kelly Connor to attend a meeting to address this issue.  This issue and the following issue will also be added to the agenda of the members’ meeting to obtain input from members.



i)
Whether the HLA web site should include Fire Safe issues:  This issue was dropped by the proponent but is of interest to the board and will be combined with the foregoing issue.
