


HAMMOND LANDOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING






September 16, 2008


The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Hammond Landowners Association was held on September 16, 2008 at the Scott residence in Hammond Ranch.  A quorum of members was present.  Also present was Larie Wearing.


The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by the President.


The Agenda for the meeting was presented and adopted.


The minutes of the last general meeting were read and approved.


The following reports were presented:


The Treasurer presented a Financial Statement and reported on the same, which was approved.  Also, the following bills were presented, discussed, approved and paid:  Tom Wearing (for current plot maps & owner names),  Larie Wearing (for newsletter expense reimbursement) and Eric Ricohermoso (for post office box).  There was a discussion regarding possibly printing the newsletter in color and doing the printing in-house.  Eric Ziller is to deliver the old HLA printer to Sally McGraw and she will test possible use of the printer and report to the board.


Correspondence:  


A letter was received from a landowner (in response to the board’s letter), regarding a proposed timber harvest on Dale Creek Road.  Following a discussion regarding HLA authority to enforce Hammond Ranch Restrictions, Conditions and Covenants (CC&Rs), it was decided that a response to the landowner will be drafted, and if approved by email it will be sent.  If there is any objection to the form of the letter to be sent the issue will be deferred to the next meeting.


An email was received from a landowner regarding a photograph which was included in the last newsletter.  No response will be made.


An email was received from a landowner requesting that the Hammond Ranch (CC&Rs) be placed on the association’s web site.  This was approved and will be done.


An email was received from a landowner requesting to see a letter sent to the board from someone who did not identify themselves.  The board previously decided not to publish this anonymous letter, but the question of whether to publish anonymous letters was again discussed.  A motion was then made that the board not to send the anonymous letter and not to respond to the requesting landowner.  This motion passed.


A telephone call was received from a landowner requesting information regarding Hammond Ranch roads which have not been completed, and asking who is responsible for this work.  The landowner will be advised that the owner(s) of the easement over the road is/are responsible for completion and maintenance of the road.


A telephone call was received from a local realtor requesting a copy of the Hammond Ranch (CC&Rs) which were provided.


A telephone call was received from a prospective landowner wanting to know if the Hammond Ranch (CC&Rs) precluded ownership of a logging truck, and they were advised that there is no such restriction.


A telephone call was received from a local forester proposing early exploration of a “shaded fuel break” along Dale Creek Road and north off the Ranch toward Eddy Creek.  The forester also indicated that Roseburg Properties in Weed will begin operating a bio-mass generator this fall which may provide a market for small unmarketable trees.  Following a discussion, it was decided to keep these items on the agenda and to publish both plans in the next newsletter.


Roads:  A request for reimbursement for road work was received from High Meadow for rock and grading work in the sum of $1,309.00, which reimbursement was approved in the amount of $327.25; and a request for reimbursement for road work was received from Dale Creek Road for grading and rolling work in the amount of $5,000.00, which reimbursement was approved in the amount of $1,250.00.


Dale Creek Road volunteers have scheduled a work party for Saturday, October 11, 2008.


Trespass:  There was a report that the lock on one gate was broken and another gate was knocked down by trespassers.  The license plate number of the trespassing vehicle was provided to the Sheriff’s Department by witnesses.  Another lock was cut by Cal Fire trucks which were ascending Mount Eddy to pick up smoke-jumpers who had been dropped on a remote fire.  The locks were replaced by the owners with fire department locks.


Fire Company: The Firefighters Association and its volunteers successfully raised monies via the County fair beer booth for Fire Company needs not covered by taxes.


Timber Harvests:  None reported.


Newsletter: The next newsletter to be published has a target date of mid October.


Website: Nothing to report.


PHI:  Nothing to report.


No further reports were received.


Under Old Business:



a)
Possible use of Ranch roads by the owner of a 490-acre parcel; discussion of a method for alerting landowners of a threatened easement lawsuit was deferred to the next meeting.

Under New Business:

Presidential voting:  There was a discussion regarding whether the chair should generally participate in debate and voting.  It was moved and passed to adopt Robert’s Rules of Order for small boards, that the chair can participate in debate and can also make motions and vote, just as any other board member.

Board motions and voting by email; would require amendment to By-Laws; deferred to next meeting.

Shaded Fuel Breaks was discussed under Correspondence.

There was a discussion whether other organizations can be allowed to participate under the HLA PHI air ambulance program.  This will be investigated with PHI by Sally McGraw.

There was a discussion whether the board should appoint a representative to sit on the Weed Fire Safe Council; deferred to the next meeting.

There was a discussion whether the HLA web site should include Fire Safe issues; deferred to the next meeting.
